1 General information

These condensed interim financial statements cover Barrow Hanley Global Share Fund (the Scheme) as an individual
entity. The Scheme is a registered managed investment scheme under the Corporations Act 2001. The Scheme was
constituted on 15 September 2009. The Scheme will terminate on 11 November 2089 unless terminated earlier in
accordance with the provisions of the Scheme’s Constitution (as amended). The Scheme is domiciled in Australia.

The Responsible Entity of the Scheme is Perpetual Investment Management Limited. The Responsible Entity’s registered
office is Level 18, 123 Pitt Street, Sydney, NSW 2000.

The condensed interim financial statements were authorised for issue by the directors of the Responsible Entity on 5 March
2025. The directors of the Responsible Entity have the power to amend and reissue the condensed interim financial
statements.

2 Basis of preparation

These condensed interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting Standard
AASB 134 Interim Financial Reporting and the Corporations Act 2001. Compliance with AASB 134 ensures compliance
with International Financial Reporting Standard IAS 34 Interim Financial Reporting. The Scheme is a for-profit entity for the
purpose of preparing the condensed interim financial statements.

The condensed interim financial statements do not include all notes normally included in a full financial report.
Accordingly, these statements are to be read in conjunction with the Scheme’s financial statements for the year ended
30 June 2024 and any continuous disclosure requirements of the Corporations Act 2001.

The accounting policies applied in the condensed interim financial statements are the same as those applied in the
Scheme’s financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2024.

The condensed interim financial statements have been prepared on the basis of fair value measurement of assets and
liabilities, except where otherwise stated.

The condensed interim statement of financial position is presented on a liquidity basis. Assets and liabilities are presented
in decreasing order of liquidity and do not distinguish between current and non-current. All balances are expected to be
recovered or settled within twelve months, except for financial assets at fair value through profit or loss and net assets
attributable to unitholders.

The Scheme manages financial assets at fair value through profit or loss based on the economic circumstances at any
given point in time, as well as to meet any liquidity requirements. As such, it is expected that a portion of the portfolio will be
realised within twelve months, however, an estimate of that amount cannot be determined at the reporting date.

Functional and presentation currency
The condensed interim financial statements are presented in Australian dollars, which is the Scheme’s functional currency.
Use of estimates

Management makes estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts in the condensed interim financial
statements. Estimates and associated assumptions are reviewed regularly and are based on historical experience and
various other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances.
Where applicable to the fair value measurement, the current changing market conditions are assessed and estimated.
Actual results may differ from these estimates.

The use of estimates and critical judgements in fair value measurement that can have significant effect on the amounts
recognised in the condensed interim financial statements is described in note 5.

New standards, amendments and interpretations adopted by the Scheme

There are no new accounting standards, amendments and interpretations that are effective for the first time for the
reporting period beginning 1 July 2024 and have a material impact on the condensed interim financial statements of the
Scheme.

A number of new accounting standards, amendments and interpretations have been published that are not mandatory for
the 31 December 2024 reporting period and have not been early adopted in preparing these condensed interim financial
statements. Most of these are not expected to have a material impact on the condensed interim financial statements of the
Scheme. However, management is still in the process of assessing the impact of the new standard AASB 18 Presentation
and Disclosure in Financial Statements which was issued in June 2024 and replaces AASB 101 Presentation of Financial
Statements.

Rounding of amounts

The Scheme is an entity of a kind referred to in ASIC Corporations (Rounding in Financial/Directors’ Reports) Instrument
2016/191. Amounts in the condensed interim financial statements have been rounded to the nearest thousand dollars in
accordance with the legislative instrument, unless otherwise indicated.

As stipulated within the Scheme’s Constitution, each unit in a unit class represents a right to a unit in the relevant class
within the Scheme and does not extend to a right to the underlying assets of the Scheme. The Scheme issues seven
classes of units: Class A, Class W, Class E, Class S, Class Z, Class A (Hedged) and Class S (Hedged). All classes of units
are exposed to the same underlying pool of assets. The unit classes are generally differentiated by the management fee
structure.

Capital risk management

The Scheme considers its net assets attributable to unitholders as capital, notwithstanding net assets attributable to
unitholders are classified as a liability. The amount of net assets attributable to unitholders can change significantly on a
daily basis as the Scheme is subject to daily applications and daily redemptions at the discretion of unitholders.

Applications and redemptions are reviewed relative to the liquidity of the Scheme’s underlying assets on a daily basis by
the Responsible Entity. Under the terms of the Scheme’s Constitution, the Responsible Entity has the discretion to reject an
application and to defer or adjust a redemption if the exercise of such discretion is in the best interests of unitholders.

5 Fair value measurement

The Scheme classifies fair value measurement of its financial assets and liabilities by level of the following fair value
hierarchy:

° Quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (level 1);

° Inputs other than quoted prices included within level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly (that
is, as prices) or indirectly (that is, derived from prices) (level 2); and

° Inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (that is, unobservable inputs) (level 3).

(a) Fair value in an active market (level 1)

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities traded in active markets is based on quoted market prices at the end of the
reporting period without any deduction for estimated future selling costs.

A financial instrument is regarded as quoted in an active market if quoted prices are readily and regularly available from an
exchange, dealer, broker, industry group, pricing service or regulatory agency, and those prices represent actual and
regularly occurring market transactions on an arm’s length basis.

Equity securities are valued at the last traded price. For the majority of these financial instruments, information provided by
the independent pricing services is relied upon for valuation.

(b) Fair value in an inactive or unquoted market (level 2 and level 3)

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities that are not traded in an active market is determined by using valuation
techniques. These include the use of recent arm’s length transactions, reference to current fair value of a substantially
similar other instrument, discounted cash flow techniques, option pricing models or any other valuation techniques that
provide a reliable estimate of prices obtained in actual market transactions.

Valuation models use observable data to the extent practicable. However, areas such as credit risk (both own and
counterparty), volatilities and correlations require management to make estimates. Changes in the assumptions for these
factors could affect the reported fair value of financial instruments. The output of a model is always an estimate or
approximation of a value that cannot be determined with certainty, and valuation techniques employed may not fully reflect
all factors relevant to the positions held.

The fair value of derivatives that are not exchange traded is estimated at the amount that would be received or paid to
terminate the contract at the end of the reporting period taking into account current market conditions (volatility and
appropriate yield curve) and the current creditworthiness of the counterparties.

The Scheme’s level 3 assets include listed equity securities that are impacted by trading restrictions due to sanctions
imposed by international governments resulting from the ongoing geopolitical events. These securities are valued using
significant unobservable inputs which include an adjustment factor for the illiquidity of these securities.
